In October 2005, Greenville
County Council passed a
resolution establishing an eleven-
member Tree Policy Advisory
Committee to discuss ideas,
concepts, and ways to preserve
and protect trees and the tree
canopy of Greenville County. The
Committee will ultimately
recommend minimum standards
for trees in all new residential and
commercial developments in the
county for the Council’s

consideration.

The resolution was the result
of several years of advocacy by
Upstate Forever with support
from members, friends, and other
organizations concerned about

the County’s changing tree cover.

The Committee began
meeting on February 3. The first
courses of action were to elect a
chairman, establish a meeting
schedule, and choose one
additional member to serve on

the committee. The Committee

also adopted a mission statement,

decided to meet every Thursday
morning, and voted to conduct its
meetings under Robert’s Rules of

order.

The public is encouraged to

participate by speaking during the
I 5-minute public comment period
before each Committee meeting
or during one of five public
hearings to be held throughout
the county in the coming months.
In addition, representatives of
diverse organizations and groups
will make 20-minute presentations
to the committee at regular

meetings.

We commend the County
Council for establishing the Tree
Policy Advisory Committee and
are pleased with its progress so
far. We will provide regular
updates to keep you informed
about the Committee’s work and
about opportunities to show your

support .
